Professor Schwartz was born and raised in the city of Chicago.  He earned a PhD in Management with a concentration on accounting from UCLA.  He has served on the faculties of Arizona State University, Temple University and Virginia Commonwealth University.  He was director of the PhD in Business Administration Programme at Temple and Chair of the Accounting Department at Virginia Commonwealth.  He also served as Dean of the School of Business at Indiana University South Bend.  He is currently a distinguished Affiliate Professor of Accounting at Stevens Institute of Technology.  
Professor Schwartz has served as a journal editor for 25 years with Advances in Accounting, Research on Accounting Ethics and Advances in Accounting Education.  He has published over 50 articles and monographs as well as making numerous presentations at academic and professional meetings.

Report on the IAFA Autumn Research Seminar 

The final IAFA workshop of 2010 took place in the Quinn School of Business, University College Dublin, on 26th November last. The IAFA were delighted that Professor Ted O’Leary, who holds professorships of Accounting in both the University of Michigan and the University of Manchester, agreed to present on the topic of capital budgeting and complex technologies. The title of the presentation was “The Design of a Mediating Instrument: Capital Budgeting and the Coordination of Research and Development”.

Professor O’Leary commenced with an introduction which emphasised the long term development of complex technologies and the networks of independent firms that are involved in this development. These factors create the need for effective coordination of investment, but little research exists on the nature of such coordination mechanisms. He then spoke about the means of organising networks of coordinating firms, before describing the modelling process by which investment alternatives are set out over their lifecycle and ranked in order of their ability to meet market needs. The modelling process is followed by intervention to encourage/discourage investment in the right places. Professor O’Leary used Lithography (a sub-set of the Semiconductor industry) as an example of this process, but pointed out that these processes have implications far beyond the semiconductor industry. 
The presentation was followed by a lively discussion among the 21 participants from Universities, Institutes of Technology and the accountancy firms. The workshop was both informative and enjoyable, the overall consensus being that the time was too short for all of the questions raised by such an innovative and stimulating topic. Many thanks again to Professor O’Leary for interrupting a busy schedule to enable us to enjoy this event.
